Old Girls were saddened to hear of the death, this summer, of Diana Williams, a Lavant House girl from 23.9.1952 - Summer 1957. Diana was the 9th pupil listed in the School Admissions Book when she came to the School from Priory House on Hayling Island, only one term after the School had begun. She was a boarder here and became great friends with Wendy Matthews and Marilyn Sadler (nee Green).

  

Diana faced great adversity in her life, losing her husband within three and a half years of marriage leaving her to bring up her two children (Owen and Alice) alone. She was determined to ensure that her children had a happy and secure childhood, successfully juggling the demands of providing for their physical needs with time and attention to their overall development so that her partner for the last 20 years of her life, Frank Jarvis, was to say that when he met them in their late teens that they were delightful, well adjusted youngsters, indeed proof that life with her had "set the standard for them to live by". The grandmother to four youngsters (3 grandsons and 1 granddaughter), at the time of her death she was working for the Northfield Educational Trust in Watford, having previously worked for Northfield School as a bursar - a matter of wry comment in view of her Maths reports at Lavant House! Diana planned her funeral, during her last days, determining that none should wear black and that they should be left thinking of her in the words of the Gracie Fields song that she requested be played - 'Wish me luck as you wave me goodbye'.
